
Announcements 6/5/2022:  Pentecost Sunday 

St. Matthew’s acknowledges the People of the Land who have dwelt here since time 

immemorial and continue to live in this place today: the Tohono O’odham, Sobaipuri 

O’odham, Pascua Yaqui and other Native Americans. We give thanks for the original 

stewards of this land, our ancestors, our elders and all Indigenous People. Let us always 

remember the People of the Land in our prayers. 

As part of pandemic concerns, we observe these practices:

*There is an offering plate located in the center aisle if you were curious as to where to put 

your donation.  

*During the Exchange of Peace, we do not move from our seated areas but can stand, turn 

to one another, give the Peace sign, air elbow bump, air hug or Namaste nod.   

*At time for Communion, the ushers will signal you when your household can come to the 

altar for communion. Communion with both the bread and wine is offered but you are to 

dip your bread into the wine.
